December 11, 2008

Band Director’s Comments:
1. Band Photos:  Students have received order forms for band photos.  Photos are of the entire band and some are of smaller groups within the band such as seniors, color guard and drum line.  The deadline for ordering and paying for photos is December 12th.
2.  Program Ad Book:  This is a student fundraiser.  The Program Ad Book is done!!!!!!!!!!!  Thank you to Larry Fraser, Cathy Poulin and Karen Keene for their many hours of hard work.  The book will be available at the Winter Concert.

3.  Poinsettias Sale:  This is a band fundraiser.  Poinsettias will decorate the front of the stage at the Winter Concert.  After the concert the plants will be sold from the stage.  Plants can be reserved in advance by emailing Mr. Cyr.

4.  Superbowl Sunday Hot Wings and Sub Sale:  This is a student fundraiser.  Rob Kosienski has volunteered to chair this event that will be held on Sunday, February 1, 2009.  The final menu and the cost of the subs and wings have yet to be determined. Beverage suggestions were made but will not be included in this fundraiser.
