$14,000 worth of pies/cookie dough was sold!  This will be done again in the spring.

*Chaperone applications for the Disney trip were distributed.  Trip meeting in Jan. 2009 TBA.

*Marching Band performance at WMS on Thurs., Nov. 20th as a reward to those WMS students who reached their goal for positive behavior. (Weather permitting).  2 performances on Falcon Field, volunteers/chaperones needed (10-15).  Arrive at school by 10:30 am (or earlier to load the truck).  Lunch will be pre-arranged for the students in the WMS cafeteria at 1:30 pm.  Sub orders will be taken, no charge. Students will need a ride home from Maloney, as they will get back after buses have departed. Teachers are aware; students are responsible to make up missed work.

Can & Bottle Drive:  This was a great success with 14 students and 14 adults volunteering.  36.5 hours of community service were earned, and profits were $539.95.  Thanks to the drivers: Larry Fraser, the Pecks and the Bielefields.  Donations were made by walk-ins, and everyone was finished by 12:15.  The Peck and Stack families have been nominated to chair this next year. Another will be held in the spring.

Election Day Bake Sale:  Karen Sambor is amazing!! The proceeds from the bake sale were $1165.69, with a lot of student help.  People also donated money.  Thanks to all the families who baked.

Election Tally Donation: $400. was earned from the Record Journal.  Thanks to all those who volunteered to pick up and deliver the tallies.

Family Photo Night:  Jen from Maring Photographers will be taking photos as a fundraiser.  The $10 sitting fee and 20% of the package prices goes into the band fund.  Sittings are by appointment on Tues., Dec. 9th.
