MINUTES OF THE MEETING

October 9,2008

Director’s Review of Upcoming Events:  *Upcoming Fundraisers—1)Car Wash—tickets went out today @$5.00 each, Oct. 19th. Full amount of sale goes to the student’s account.  2)Lyman Orchards—orders due Oct. 24th, pick up Nov. 21st.  45% of sales go to the student’s account.

3)Program Ads—90% of sales go to the student’s account.  Volunteers will be needed to sort and distribute the Lyman Orchards orders.

*Disney Trip—the roster has been compiled, with 90% participation from the band and choral groups, totaling about 145, with chaperones.  The departure is Wed., March 25 to Boston Logan Airport (late pm arrival at school), and returning Sun., March 29 to Maloney (late pm arrival).

The flight from Boston Logan will depart approx.  8 a.m. (2 planes).  Chaperone applications will be available approx 1 mo. before the trip.

*Check the website for updated events.  Holiday concert is Dec. 18th.  Purchase USSBA Championship tickets for Oct. 24th.  Students should sell at least 2 tickets each @ $12.  This is required by the USSBA.  Props&Paints will be performing “Noises Off”, a British comedy on Dec 4, 5, 6.  This is a group effort, with all music departments coordinating together.
