CMEA, Berkley Music Festival, Love Letters, performed by Props & Paints, Winterguard competition (see website for more details), Disney Trip in March, Percussion Ensemble “lab”,

Daffodil Festival and parade, May concert, musical “You’re a Good Man Charlie Brown”, Pops performance by the Choral group.

*Last Fundraisers before trip— 1)Superbowl Sunday Hot Wings & Sub Sale: Pre-orders will be taken starting Jan. 12-Jan. 23.  Kids will cook and prepare food and earn 50% of their sale.

Be sure to put student’s name on the form! They will meet early Sunday morning (Feb 1) in the cafeteria to assemble the orders.

2) Spring Trip Fundraiser—will run Feb 4 – 24 with Lyman Orchard products.

*Winterguard—Competition is in Cheshire this Saturday afternoon.  Students will rehearse from 9am-12pm.  There is no snow date set yet.

*Student Council meets every Tues. at lunch.  Looking for ways to increase communications, advertise the band more to 8th graders, possibly at orientation and on the public access channel.

8th grade orientation is Jan. 21.

*Band Trip Meeting—Feb. 24 is mandatory for student and parent/guardian.  Preliminary plans are:  Leave Wed. a.m. 3/25 for Boston, time TBD.  Students will arrive at school Tues. 3/24 between 11pm-12 am to check in.  Luggage is to be packed on Monday 3/23 and brought to school to be put on the truck.  All students are traveling down on the same flight, returning on 2 different flights.

Review of Minutes: The minutes from the meeting on December 11, 2008 were reviewed and approved.  (Thanks Karen G. for substituting!).

Treasurer’s Report: The report was reviewed and approved.  Marianne is waiting to make a deposit for the Holiday Party ($800), proceeds from Maring Photographers.  There was no activity on scrip.  See attached copy.

Scrip:  Cards for Disney are available.  Orders continue to be taken weekly.

Insurance:  AIM policy will expire 1/29/09.  There has not been a premium increase in the last 3 years; the cost is $830 for the same coverage as previous.  A motion was made to approve payment, and it was approved.

Family Photo Night:  This was a great night, with 13 families participating.  $456. was the profit from a percentage of the package sales, and $130. was the profit from the $10.00 sitting fee.

CMEA:  Fri., Jan 16 and Sat., Jan 17.  Many volunteers are needed, including set up, preparing, selling, ticket sales, and clean up.  Students will earn community service hours.  Nancy and Marianne will have sign in and out sheets for all volunteers. This event will bring in 350 students, and 60 directors.  Practice is at 4pm on Friday, students arrive at 3:15 pm.  Dinner is at 6pm, serving ziti, salad, bread, hot dogs, pretzels, baked potatoes, and fresh cookies.  Directors will eat separately.  Sat. arrival is at 8:30 am, serving breakfast items.  Lunch later that day will include mac & cheese, meatball subs. Flowers will also be sold.  Tickets are on sale Friday night ($7.00) or email Mr. Cyr.

Note:  Money on Treasurer’s report is only for start up and it will be reimbursed.  Profits will go into the Music Dept. fund. 

Note: A request was made for boosters to donate a 12 pack of soda instead of baking.  Please bring in by Thursday. This is a great effort by the Boosters here at Maloney!! (This event will be held next year at Middletown HS).

Note:  Snow date will be the following weekend.  Watch website or news channels in case of inclement weather.

Students will be asked to stay after school on Friday to help organize rooms, etc.  Donations are being sought from area businesses.
